The International Volunteer Day for Economic and Social
Development (IVD) was adopted by the United Nations
General Assembly through Resolution A/RES/40/212 on 17
December 1985. Since then, governments, the UN system
and civil society organizations have successfully joined
volunteers around the world to celebrate the Day on 5
December.
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IVD offers an opportunity for volunteer organizations and individual volunteers to
make visible their contributions - at local, national and international levels. Over
the years, rallies, parades, community volunteering projects, environmental
awareness, free medical care and advocacy campaigns have all featured
prominently on IVD.

In response to calls by volunteer groups and governmental representatives
around the world, the United Nations General Assembly in November 2002
adopted Resolution A/RES/57/106, which invited the United Nations Volunteers
(UNV) program to develop a global Internet volunteer resource to take forward
gains made during the International Year of Volunteers (1YV) 2001 through
expanded networking and knowledge management. UNV responded by launching
the World Volunteer Web on 5 December 2002. Since then this website is the
global focal point for the IVD campaign.

1.

Action drives message b
Know why you speak. Begin
with the end in mind.
Self-interest drives action.
To move people, speak to their
self-interest, not yours.

Desire trumps needs.
People have needs; people
seek wants.

No common desire means
no message. Without overlap
between your organization’s
desire and your audience’s
desire, an effective strategic
message is impossible.

Less is more. No more than 3
points, keep it brief, and target
your efforts — don’t try to be
everything to everybody.
